Come to Jamaica 

How many ways can you say 
“We’ve been blessed?”  With the 
arrival of twelve women from our 
home district of Tennessee we need 
to learn some more ways to say just 
that.  We’ve been blessed! 

Ladies from six different churches 
around the state came and brought 
various talents ranging from 
singing, puppets, story telling, 
preaching, testifying, caring, and 
hair cutting.  We used each of those 
talents during the course of their 
visit. 
Timing is everything, and this team 
arrived just 3 days after a very 
contentious national election that 
was still being recounted after they 
arrived.  School had been delayed 
for a week due to the elections.  So 
our pre-arranged schedule had to be 
re-worked, and the team was 
flexible enough to allow that to 
happen.  Instead of ministering at 
school on their first day, they 
helped to re-decorate the school.  
Our teacher’s morale was at a very 
low level.  Their decorations for 
which they had worked so hard had 
been lost in Hurricane Dean.  Then, 
just prior to the teams’ arrival, one 
of our teacher’s only child had died 

at 2 and ½ years of age.  The 
teachers knew they needed to 
prepare for school to start, but their 
heart was not in it.  But when they 
arrived and saw the decorations 
provided by this team of ladies (we 
were surprised too) and the help 
these ladies brought to their 

classrooms, it provided a 
much needed lift to their spirit. 
They also brought new pots,  
pans, utensils, and a fan for 
the kitchen, decorations and 
supplies for the principal’s 
office, soccer balls and cricket 
set for the kids, supplies for 
the little store the school 
operates, and gifts for each 
teacher. 

Devotions each day of school were 

provided by the team.  A purity 
class was held for the girls from 4th 
through 6th grade.  Five of the girls 
accepted Christ during the class. 
School was not the only place this 
team ministered.  Friday night they 
ministered at a CA service (yes, we 
still have CA’s) in Yallahs.  
Sunday morning they were in 
Cedar Valley with our County 
Superintendent and his church.  
Monday and Tuesday night they 
held ladies meetings in Bath and 

Yallahs.  During each of these 
meetings, people accepted Christ, 
were taught practical ways to live 
for God, introduced to the concept 
of scrap-booking, and given 
personal care gift bags. 

The ladies took time to take care of 
the ladies at the hotel also.  Sunday 
evening after dinner, they held a 
church service for the workers at 
the hotel sharing in song, 
testimonies, and love and presented 
each lady with a gift bag.  The 
ladies told us that no one had ever 
done anything like this for them 
prior to this team. 
They ministered to both of us too.  
We got haircuts, gifts, and prayer.  
So many gifts that we cannot list
