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We have a great job.  Pastor Gary 
Mitchell from First A/G in 
Brownsville, TN sent us $5000 to help 
rebuild the Pratville A/G church after 
hurricane Dean destroyed their roof.  
Pastor Ruddy Robinson and his wife 

were so appreciative when we showed 
up with Convoy of Hope supplies and 
the money to repair their roof.  Thank 
you Brownsville, TN for your help 
here in Jamaica. 
School has started back up and that 
means multiple school board meetings, 
budget meetings, and re-taking of the 
photos of all 300 plus children for 
LACC sponsorship.   

We have another A/G church wishing 
to start an LACC school and we are 
working with them to see their vision 
come to fruition.  The Sandals hotel 
chain actually built the school for the 
Assemblies of God!  God can and will 
use anyone that allows him. 
We went into the streets at the 
invitation of one of our pastors to teach 
on sexual purity.  Eighty-six percent of 
all children born in Jamaica are born 

outside of marriage.  Just this week the 
news on the TV was concerning a 14 
year old child with a 2 year old child of 
her own!   
For three nights Peggy taught about the 
physical cost of sex and I spoke on the 
spiritual cost of sex outside of God’s 
plan. 
We took time out on Saturday morning 
to drive the 40 miles through the 
countryside over to Montego Bay to 

conduct a Sunday School seminar for 
two churches that brought their 
teachers together to learn to be better 
teachers. 
Then back out into the country for a 
Saturday night street service pertaining 
to sexual purity.  Nighttime street 
services are tough because you cannot 
possibly see everyone listening to your 
message.  Many people stand just 
outside the circle of light from the 
street lamp but well within sight and 
sound of the presentation.  Each night, 

people made a VERY public 
profession of their faith.   

Sunday morning found us inside the 
church in Delveland where the altars 
were filled with people of all ages 
vowing to keep themselves pure until 
entering a lifetime commitment of 
marriage.   

Thanks to Convoy of Hope for the 
hurricane relief supplies.  Thanks to 
Speed-the-Light for the projector and 
screen that we use for both the street 
meetings and the Sunday School 
seminars.  Thanks to Light-for-the-
Lost for the tracts that we hand out on 
the streets.  Thanks to all of you who 
faithfully support us each month.
